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Czech Republic, The The Czech Republic consists of three historical lands — Bohemia, Moravia, and Silesia — with the majority of important gardens concentrated in the first two.
The history of garden-raking has been determined largely by three factors: geography, cultural influence, and climate. lts location in Eastern Europe meant that it inevitably absorbed ideas
fram the surrounding countries, Austria, Germany, and Paoland. Sometimes the influence would come fram further afield — France, ltaly, the MNetherlands, and England — but often mediated
through the neighbouring countries. For a long period it was part of the Habsburg Empire, and thus trends and concepts circulating within the Empire would have had an impact on the
development of Czech gardens. The climate, broadly, provides hot surnmers and cold, dry winters, but varies according to altitude and shelter. The prolonged snow and cold in some parts
prevent the growing of tender or Mediterranean plants, while vines and fruit can flourish in the valleys of Moravia.

There is a little information and surdving evidence as to monastery or courtyard gardens, but the tradition of the enclosed walled garden persisted until well into the Renaissance. ltalian
Renaissance ideas began to penetrate during the 16™ century, but affected only a few layouts. A large rayal garden was laid out behind Prague Castle, madified at the end of the 16% century
by Hans VWredeman de Vries | who introduced some Dutch ideas and planted tulips. The Summer Palace, a large arcaded ltalianate pavilion | and the Games Hall, decorated with sgraffito,
sunive from the 16 century, but although the garden facing the Summer Palace and surrounding the 'Singing Fountain' { 1564 — 8 has been recreated to give an impression of Renaissance
design, some of the ormamental features such as the Hercules Fountain and the sculpture of Might result from later, barogue interventions.

Twa other significant sites sunive from the 161" century. One is Kratochwile in southern Bohemia, a villa { 1583 — 9 ) and parterre surrounded by a moat, but the parterre today is not authentic.
This was a summer residence used for hunting and jousting, with appropriate mural paintings outdoors. The walls outside the moat have grilles to admit views of the countryside. Mot far away is
Jindrichuy Hradec, & summer palace with an extraordinary circular music saloon where the musicians were hidden below the floor. An arcaded gallery encloses the palace garden, centred by a
star-shaped stone basin.

Inthe 17t century the developments may be described as barogue rather than Renaissance. Although inspired by France and ltaly, Czech baroque has its own character. An example of early
barogue is the YWallenstein (ValdStejn) Garden in Prague (from 1624 ). A large sals terrena (open loggia) looks out on a parterre with copies of the original bronze sculptures by Adrian de “ries
(1627 ). The most striking and prominent feature is an enormous high wall covered with dark grey artificial stalactites, the same material that dresses the adjoining aviary and grotto chamber
next to the sala terrena.

Equally remarkable, though in a different way, is the flower garden at Kroménzv, South Marawia, later called the ‘Libosad', originally just outside the city walls. Dating from 1665 — 75 | it
comprised a farmal rectangular garden 300 m/S584 ft » 435 mA5T f, inclusive of a large square containing the formal parterre. The remainder was laid to grass with two artificial knolls originally
capped with pavilions. Spiral walks circle these knolls, now known as the Strawberry Hills, though with no Horace Walpole connection. The farmal square was intersected with straight and
diagonal allées | focused on an octagonal summerhouse with & circular dorme, known as the Libosad Rotunda . The partterres thernselves have been recreated with modern floral contents, but
give sore idea of the original ltalianate designs which were rendered rmore French later in the century. Cne side of the square is a unigue monurmental gallery, the Colonnade, 224 m735 1t in
length. The Colonnade, forming a covered walk, is decorated with 44 statues of classical or mythological figures, with 45 busts resting on the pillars of the arcade. On top is a roof promenade.

Raized in California, Stefani spent most of the late 805 and early 90s strugaling to break into the
mainstream with Mo Doubt, with the hand's initial preference for new wave and ska-influenced
pop finding little favour with the general public. She was shot into the spotlight in 1996 with the
international success ofthe power ballad 'Don't Speak’ and the attendant Tragic Kingdorm. Her
anfoff relationship with susH lead singer Gavin Rossdale occupied many tabloid pages during the
late 905, with the couple finally marrving in September 2002, Mo Doubt enjoved further success
during this period with the album Rock Steady, but despite the band's hit profile Stefani chose
this momentto branch out into solo waork and acting. She collaborated with rapper eve on the
fantastic hit 'Let Me Blow Ya Mind" and began waork on a solo album. The craftity-titled Love. Anges
Music. Baby, released atthe end of 2004, saw Stefani teaming up with an array of figures fram the
urban scene ta help fashion a collection of material that would distance her fram the rather cuddly
pop image she had cultivated with Mo Doubt. Mames such as OR. ORE, the NEPTUNES, DALLAS
AUSTIH, Andre 3000 (OuTkAST) and Jikky Jam AND TERRY LEWIS helped push Stefaniin a
resolutely fashionable, club-orientated direction, with the singer emhbracing digital R&B and
electro pop with a gusto. The album was a huge commercial success and generated a number of
hit singles including 'Rich Girl' and 'Hollaback Girl' (a WS number 1 hit). Sharly after the album's
release, Stefani received good notices far her partrayal of Jean Harlaw in Martin Scarsese's lavish
hiopic of Howard Hughes, The Aviator
