Slaveno-serbskij magazin 

• The first Serbian journal in Slavonic-Serbian 
entitled “Slaveno-serbskij magazin” was 
printed in Venice in 1768. 

• It was edited by Zaharije Stefanovic Orfelin 
who was a poet, historian, designer and one of 
the rare Serbs of the time who recognized the 
importance of printed press for enlightening 
people. 



Letopis Matice srpske 

• The first chronicle Letopis Matice Srpske was 
founded in 1824, and was published in Budim. 
It was edited in Novi Sad and it is published 
today.
